» Corporate fundamentals appear to have stabilized, although margins are likely to come under pressure as pricing power

subsides

« We maintain an underweight to investment-grade credit due to better observed opportunities in various out-of-benchmark
sectors, including high-quality securitized credit (residential housing benefits from low supply), BB high yield (more insulated

from default risk than CCCs), and select emerging markets (limited exposure to high conviction turnaround stories)

» The Fed is biased toward policy accommodation and will likely guard more against downside growth and labor market
concerns compared to upside inflation risks. We're positioned with a steepening yield-curve bias.
